The aims of the conference are to raise awareness of the new challenges
and opportunities in fighting Internet threats and to help share best practices across different
sectors. Sessions will be led by recognised international experts in the field of child protection.

The languages of the conference will be English and Polish. Simultaneous translation will be
provided.
