Background: NGO “Ponimanie” was founded on the basis of the initiative group and the group of graduates of The Psychological faculty of Academy of Postgraduate study of Republic of Belarus. NGO “Ponimanie” sees its mission in building the world fit for children through our professional contribution. One of the main aims of “Ponimanie” is a psychological prevention work with youth and families at risk and with inmates and ex-inmates of orphanages. We implement summer tent camps, adaptation seminars for children, families and professionals. We make researches and implement results of researches, publish books for specialists working for and with children.
Ponimanie is partner UNICEF in 2001-2003 and 2005, Cofounder of National Network NGO-UNICEF For and With Children, participant and cofounder of national and international events on Child Protection. Four successful annual projects for children have been implemented during 4 years. More then 620 children have taken participation in our complex work; about 2070 people have been consulted by our psychologists and public ombudsman on Child Rights. Three books and Monograph have been published and distributed among specialists. The Parameters and Indicators of Socialization of the Personality of Inmate of Orphanage created by Ponimanie, have been implemented in The System of State Support to Ex-Inmates of Orphanages of Ministry of Labour and Social Protection of Republic of Belarus.
Ponimanie unites file of national and international experts on Deinstitualisation of Inmates of Orphanages, members of ISPCAN (USA) and Belarusian Society of Psychologists.
