CHILD CRISES CENTER

Vision of child crises centre: to keep a child in a family, community and society.
Mission of child crises centre: to provide with professional support for the children of social risk families and other family members, committed to uphold child and his family.
Aim: to provide opportunity for children to live (full-fledged ) in a family, to stimulate and restore child and family relations, to avoid the possibility of any stationary service. 
Client: homeless, derelict children, the ones, who have been taken from their families or some other place, also children, who have experienced violence; children from birth till eighteen years old, their families and foster- parents. 
Functions: 
· To consult children and relatives from social risk families about possibilities to solve their problems. 
· To organize and carry out social work, try to protect rights of children and secure their interests. 
· Intercede for children and theirs families.
· To provide with psychological help for clients.
· To accommodate (till 6 month) children who are left without parents care or a living place, also the ones who are taken from family or other place. 
· To organize support for the children, to take care of their food, free time. To organize psychological and social support. 

· Cooperate with Children Rights Institution :
For child who has been taken from a family, when there is danger for a child’s health or life.

For appointing custody for a child, changing it or annulling, possibilities of returning a child back to a family. 

For parents’ punishment for not taking care of their children.
· Looking for possibilities to foster child in a family of relatives. 
· Do a social job so that a child could come back to biological family. 
· Organizes coming foster parents’ trainings. 
Hopefully, working in this way there will be less children who are fostered in different institutions, families of social risks will get a necessary social support and parents from such families will take care of their children welfare; when children get such social-psychological support, they would live through this difficult crisis more easily.
