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Public institution Children Support Center is a non-governmental, non-profit organization that provides psychological help for children, adults and families and implements training programs for professionals in child abuse prevention and intervention, children psychological crises, resilience building and community empowering areas.
MISSION
To ensure the psychological well-being of children by providing psychological assistance that encompasses the uniqueness of each child and family; by recruiting and training volunteers; by teaching professionals in education, healthcare, law enforcement, social work; and by working collaboratively with other institutions which help children. 

TASKS:

· Provides psychological assistance to children, adults and families to cope with psychological crises and overcome emotional disturbances;

· Provides psychological counseling to children and adults who have experienced abuse;
· Implements child abuse, suicide and substance abuse prevention programs.

· Develops the Big Brothers Big Sisters program in Lithuania;

· Develops and implements interdisciplinary training and cooperation programs for specialists in education, healthcare, law enforcement, and social services;

· Develops and implements programs for parents and guardians that teach family communication skills and principles of effective child rearing;
· Represents children in the process of adopting legislation guaranteeing child rights;

· Encourages and facilitates community involvement and volunteering support in meeting the needs of children.
