New publication of Nobody`s Children Foundation  about child trafficking
The new issue of the quarterly “Dziecko krzywdzone. Teoria, badania, praktyka”. (Abused Child: Theory, Research and Practice”) is about child trafficking and unaccompanied alien children. The articles focused on European and Polish experience on this area : Child trafficking from the European experiences perspective (by Agnieszka Morawska from NCF), Children and young persons victimized through trafficking. Regional efforts to ensure the right to protection, care and rehabilitation (by Lars Lööf, Head of Children’s Unit Council of the Baltic Sea States), EU policy against trafficking in children (Maria Kukolowicz NCF), Unaccompanied foreign children in Poland (Maria Kolankiewicz Warsaw University), A child may be a refugee. The activity of UNHCR for  unaccompanied foreign children (Agnieszka Kosowicz UNHCR), The Bulgarian policy responses against child trafficking (Elena Atanassova, Mila Tashevska, State Agency for Child Protection), Polish law and Polish and European activities of institution responsible for such children and  problems they are facing. 
Nobody’s Children Foundation is non-governmental organization, which provides a broad scope of assistance to abused children, their parents, and guardians. 
The Foundation has been engaged in publishing activity since 1993, producing publications such as manuals for professionals working with children, educational materials for children and parents, posters, leaflets, etc. Since 2002 Nobody`s Children Foundation has been publishing quarterly journal “Dziecko krzywdzone: Teoria, badania, praktyka” (Abused Child: Theory, Research and Practice). It`s main goal is to broaden knowledge of professionals, such as psychologists; educators; pediatricians and other medical professionals; lawyers, policy makers and others, about different aspects of child abuse. In the periodical the most relevant theoretical concepts, empirical data and information about innovative activities of diagnostic, therapeutical and preventing character are presented. 
The journal is being published in Polish (table of content and abstracts are also in English).
